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Components
1. Mounting Bar w/Green Screw
2. Outlet Box Mounting Screws  
3. Hex Nut
4. Washer 
5. Nipple  
6. Fixture 
7. Décor Knob
8. Metal Shade
9. Alabaster Diffuser

1. Take Nipple (5) from parts bag and run one Hex Nut (3) with Washer (4) down Nipple (5), then tighten Hex Nut (3) with Washer (4) against
the Mounting Bar (1). After that, run another Hex Nut (3) down Nipple (5) to proper position. Mounting Bar (1) must be positioned with
extruded thread faced into Outlet Box. Nipple (5) must protrude out the back of Mounting Bar (1). 
2. Attach Mounting Bar (1) to Outlet Box with Outlet Box Mounting Screws (2).
3. Raise Fixture (6) toward outlet box, wrap fixture grounding wire around Green Screw on Mounting Bar (1), then connect it to outlet box
grounding wire with wire connector supplied; connect white fixture wire to the white power supply wire with wire connector supplied;
connect black fixture wire to the black power supply wire with wire connector supplied.
4. Push Canopy of Fixture (6) to ceiling, make sure mounting hole in Canopy of Fixture (6) and Nipple (5) are in line, verify all wires are
securely inside Canopy of Fixture (6), and then secure Fixture (6) to ceiling by screwing Decor Knob (7) against Canopy of Fixture (6).
5. Place Alabaster Diffuser (9) to the bottoom level of Decor Shade (8) as illustration shown.
